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I. Assessment Overview

Kellogg students are assessed using a variety of tools to measure student growth and progress.  There is a dual-system of assessment: Chicago Public Schools and IB Middle Years Programme each have their own unique requirements.  

MYP assessment is internal, as opposed to external.  All assessment tasks, strategies and tools are designed by CPS teachers.  The MYP assessment model is criterion-related, and is based upon pre-determined criteria that all students must have access to.  The MYP has eight subject areas and each of these subject areas has its own set of assessment criteria which the MYP students are measured against.   Using the MYP assessment rubrics to measure student progress is done regularly and reported using a unique reporting system.   

CPS schools use a norm-referenced model in order to satisfy state requirements.  This system uses the A-F letter grade system and the grading scale is pre-determined by CPS. 

 All MYP assessments are aligned with the MYP assessment model.  It is acceptable to determine MYP grades and then convert these grades for our norm-referenced system, please note it is not acceptable to determine grades from other systems and then convert these to MYP grades.  

The MYP assessment criteria for each subject area are used for both formative and summative assessment.  We strive to have a balance or formative and summative assessments.  Using the Backwards by Design model, teachers begin planning the MYP units by designing the summative assessment.   As unit development continues, the formative assessments unfold through the learning experiences created by the teachers. Each teacher will determine how often they will assess students using the MYP criterion in each subject area, knowing that they must address all strands of all four assessment criteria at least twice in each year of the MYP.
Summative assessment will support learning and contribute to the determination of an achievement level for each student. This will happen at the end of an MYP unit of work, a semester, or a school year.  Continually assessing students using the MYP criteria will allow teachers to determine a level of achievement that is supported by the evidence from assessments during the formative learning period.

The aim of assessment in the MYP is:

· Support and encourage student learning 
· Inform, enhance and improve the teaching process

· Promote positive  student attitudes towards learning

· Promote a deep understanding of subject content

· Promote the development of higher-order cognitive skills by providing rigorous final objectives that value these skills

· Support the holistic nature of the programme by including in its model principles that take account of the development of the whole student

II. Assessment Philosophy
The Chicago Public Schools International Baccalaureate Middle Years Programme is dedicated to providing each IB student with a balanced programme by which students can acquire knowledge and skills necessary to prepare them for the future.  Students are given the opportunity to develop higher-order thinking skills, through various disciplines, and to increase their depth of local and global issues.  Our teachers support and believe foremost that the purpose of assessment is to support and encourage student learning.  Our assessment practices endorse teacher and student reflection. CPS is committed to communicating the student learning process to each IB parent.  Our curriculum supports the IB Philosophy of curriculum and assessment alignment as well as the aims and objectives of the Middle Years Programme.
III. Purpose of Assessment
Why do we assess?

· To provide formative assessment as a  tool aimed to identify the learning needs of the students
· To provide summative assessment as an accountability tool  regarding student achievement in each subject mater

· To ensure that what teachers are teaching is actually being learned by the students.

· To monitor student progress towards subject goals
· To guide pacing and mapping of content/skills

· To provide student performance data as mandated by local, state, and IB-mandated criteria

What do we assess?

Who is responsible for assessment?
· Teachers are responsible for assessment at Kellogg School.  Each teacher will determine the types of assessments that will be included in an MYP unit.  There will be ample opportunities for students to improve as measured by a variety of formative assessments which will allow them to complete a summative assessment.  The MYP criteria will be used for the summative assessment.  
· Students also play a vital role in the assessment process.  Student self- assessment is encouraged and student experiences allow frequent opportunities for this to take place.  Reflecting on the quality of work in order to make adjustments is promoted through teacher feedback.  Self –assessment is also done more formally using the evaluation criteria across subject areas.  This is encouraged to deepen students understanding of the tasks they are asked to complete as well as involve them in their own growth and progress    
IV.  Assessment Recording and Reporting

All CPS schools are required to communicate student achievement in each of the subjects to parents on a regular basis.  This communication will usually take place on the Progress Report Distribution Days, four times per year. MYP reporting will be done two times per year, at the end of each semester.   In addition, the year-end grade boundaries report will be issued at the end of each school year.

How is assessment information recorded?

· Each teacher uses some system of recording assessments.  MYP work is assessed and recorded differently than Chicago Public Schools assessment.

MYP assessments are recorded by teachers using their own systems.  

Chicago Public Schools has a district-wide grade reporting system, IMPACT, that teachers are required to use.

How is assessment  information  analyzed and reported?

· Teachers in each subject will meet and analyze/standardize the assessments each school year, and level 3 will submit assessment samples for monitoring.  The monitoring reports will be used to generate discussion on the assessment process: rigor, appropriateness the IB assessment task, complexity of the assessment task, and tasks that allow students to reach the highest achievement levels.   Teachers will then have the opportunity to make changes and adjustments to the curriculum based on this teacher collaboration and the monitoring report.
 How will assessment information be reported to students and parents?

· Students will receive regular updates and feedback in many forms.  Peer conferencing, teacher conferencing and written feedback are several of the methods used.  Parents and students have access to all assessment information posted on the CPS IMPACT system.  Parents will also receive 5 week progress reports for each 9/10 week quarter, and in addition to the 5 week progress reports, two parent- teacher conferences will be held in the first quarter and third quarter of each school year. At the end of each semester, an IB grade report will be issued for each student.  This grade report will inform parents using the MYP criteria for each subject area and at what level their child is generally working.  There is a signature required for this document to ensure that assessment of student achievement is documented.  See below

· Currently, some teachers are using the notes section of the CPS grade system, IMPACT, to share MYP assessment scores based on the MYP rubrics and levels of achievement.  Furthering this practice is one that we are working to implement in the future.  That would allow parents to see the MYP achievement level and the correlating CPS A-F grade for a given assessment.

· At the end of each school year, the IB teachers will review each student’s IB levels of achievement in each of the eight subject area criterion and add them together.  Then using the IB MYP 1-7 scale, the grade boundary guidelines will be used to determine the final grade in each year of the program.  This information along with the descriptors for the grade will be communicated with the student and parent in a grade report document that will be signed by the parent and returned to the IB coordinator.  This will be done once per year at the end of the school year. See below

Explanation of Descriptors

The levels of achievement that the student earns throughout the year are given a point value using the above values.  That is the grade boundary that describes where the child has performed over the course of the school year.  The chart below describes what each grade boundary means with regard to student performance.

	Grade
	Descriptor

	Grade 1
	Produces work of very limited quality. Conveys many significant misunderstandings or lacks understanding of most concepts and contexts. Very rarely demonstrates critical or creative thinking. Very inflexible, rarely using knowledge or skills.

	Grade 2
	Produces work of limited quality. Expresses misunderstandings or significant gaps in understanding for many concepts and contexts. Infrequently demonstrates critical or creative thinking. Generally inflexible in the use of knowledge and skills, infrequently applying knowledge and skills.

	Grade 3
	Produces work of an acceptable quality. Communicates basic understanding of many concepts and contexts, with occasionally significant misunderstandings or gaps. Begins to demonstrate some basic critical and creative thinking. Is often inflexible in the use of knowledge and skills, requiring support even in familiar classroom situations.

	Grade 4
	Produces good-quality work. Communicates basic understanding of most concepts and contexts with few misunderstandings and minor gaps. Often demonstrates basic critical and creative thinking. Uses knowledge and skills with some flexibility in familiar classroom situations, but requires support in unfamiliar situations.

	Grade 5
	Produces generally high-quality work. Communicates secure understanding of concepts and contexts. Demonstrates critical and creative thinking, sometimes with sophistication. Uses knowledge and skills in familiar classroom and real-world situations, and, with support, some unfamiliar real-world situations.

	Grade 6
	Produces high-quality, occasionally innovative work. Communicates extensive understanding of concepts and contexts. Demonstrates critical and creative thinking, frequently with sophistication. Uses knowledge and skills in familiar and unfamiliar classroom and real-world situations, often with independence.

	Grade 7
	Produces high-quality, frequently innovative work. Communicates comprehensive, nuanced understanding of concepts an contexts. Consistently demonstrates sophisticated critical and creative thinking. Frequently transfers knowledge and skills with independence and expertise in a variety of complex classroom and real-world situations.


Student grade boundary scores are recorded and used as formative assessment for developing goals for improvement
· At the beginning of each school year, the IB coordinator hosts an information night for students and parents.  This presentation allows for a demonstration of how the MYP assessment process works and illustrates the use of MYP rubrics as the basis for assessing student work.
· At the end of the first semester, the IB coordinator hosts a parent-child assessment workshop.  This provides an opportunity for parents and their child to assess exemplars together in order to raise the level of understanding with regard to MYP assessment.  This is planned with intention for the same time of year that the parents will be receiving the MYP grade report.
