Kellogg School Academic Honesty Policy 

I. Purpose

The International Baccalaureate Organization strives to encourage all to demonstrate Principles of Academic Honesty as an essential part of their involvement in the Middle Years Programme.   Accessing information has changed along with the ideas of how students learn therefore it is necessary to be clear that there are certain rights and responsibilities in ensuring academic honesty.  This reflects attributes of the learner profile and aims to create a foundation of personal integrity. At Kellogg School we promote honesty as an essential value and skill that is the responsibility of all.

The purpose of this document is to provide clear definitions of what constitutes academic misconduct, guidance on the difference between collaboration and collusion, and examples of citation methods.  The responsibilities of all stakeholders are outlined to ensure that we strive to be principled in all that we do.

II. Student Responsibilities

It is expected that all student work will be authentic and if it includes the work of others it is referenced, acknowledging the thoughts and contributions of those whose written or other works have been used to enhance knowledge and understanding.   The approaches to learning skills of communication and research along with thinking skills are critical to developing academic honesty.  Keeping track of the student service hours and creating the journal for the community projects are relevant to academic honesty.  Noting the service completed and the time spent needs to be guided and supported as students move through the MYP allowing students to develop the behaviors necessary to be principled and have a sense of integrity.

  This means that students will submit work that is their own, and not a plagiarized copy of someone else’s work or ideas.  This applies to all intellectual property including pictures, music, or videos.  This means that students will accurately record service hours and the amount of time spent on the community project.

IB students and parent/guardians must sign the Academic Honesty Agreement yearly. 

III. Teacher Responsibilities

IB teachers will provide opportunities for students to practice and learn how to use the ideas of others in support of their own learning. Paraphrasing skills will be demonstrated in all subject areas so that students are aware of what the expectations are with regard to citing sources.  Teachers will be clear and provide examples of how sources will be cited for individual and group work.  Creating examples for students of what needs to be referenced and what does not need to be can provide further clarification and minimize unrealistic goals that could foster misconduct. Opportunities for sharing what constitutes misconduct and inappropriate procedures will be explored in the classroom setting to increase understanding.  This will be done yearly and by all teachers and students. Examples of citing a source must include the name of the author, date of publication, title of source, and page numbers. 

IV. School Responsibilities

Kellogg School will maintain fair practices that are consistent with the policy.  Teachers will be provided with professional development to ensure that meaningful inquiry tasks are created for students.  Teachers will be encouraged to scaffold curriculum to limit the temptation to plagiarize. The policy will be shared with parents, students and teachers and be reviewed annually in May to ensure that the policy is current and reflects any changes that are indicated.    To ensure fairness when mistakes are made, the school will keep records of the situation and the consequence.  This data will help monitor trends or problems in order to further address needs associated with academic honesty.

V. Parent Responsibilities

Parents are encouraged to support the academic honesty policy by referencing this policy and assisting their children in producing work that is their own.  Helping a child complete a project does not mean doing the work for them.  Often due to time constraints a student may enlist the help of a family member. If or when this occurs, take the time to make suggestions, provide examples or ask clarifying questions, but try not to interfere with your child’s own learning process.  It is important that your child knows you will support them, but will still make them accountable for their own work, not the work for others.

IB students and parent/guardians must sign the Academic Honesty Agreement yearly. 

VI.  Other Considerations

Definition of terms:

Collaboration: Work with another student to create a shared piece of work


Collusion: Allowing another student to copy your work or asking to copy their work. Knowingly submit something that is not your own original work.

Copying:  Presenting the same work or using the same assignment in various classes for different purposes
